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12. Tech Requirements

A lab technician is generally a computer lab administrator or assistant. This person is responsible
for setting up the lab before an exam is administered. They will be coordinating with American
Councils staff in order set up workstations and perform quality assurance tests for each
workstation. Lab techs will also receive instructions directly from American Councils using the
email address provided.

The number of these admin personnel will depend on the number of examinees and testing
rooms.

Network Requirements

American Councils has partnered with Language Testing International (LTI) for the
administration of the writing and speaking sections. These sections are more demanding than the
reading and listening sections, as they use video to guide the students through these sections, and
therefore we default to AAPPL's guidelines for network minimum requirements.

The main requirement for these sections is 1,000 kilobits per second, per student.

1. Introduction of American Councils and NEWL®

American Councils was founded in 1974 to support the study and teaching of the world’s critical
languages and cultures, those generally less well represented in the American educational system.

The National Examinations in World Languages or NEWL™ is part of a multi-organizational effort
with the U.S. Government and the College Board to expand access to U.S. higher education for persons
with demonstrable knowledge of a critical language, and to assist U.S. universities in identifying and
enrolling U.S. students with a potential for mastering these critical languages at the professional level.

2. Purpose and benefit of NEWL Korean (NEWL-K) Exam

NEWL is an online proficiency-based language assessment currently available in Arabic, Korean,
Portuguese and Russian languages. The exam is designed to provide a set of measures of functional
proficiency in the target language for use as a predictive assessment for continued language study beyond
high school and as a placement tool by American colleges and universities for entering freshmen. NEWL
is intended for high school students—both traditional and heritage learners—seeking college credit and/or
placement in these world critical languages.

The NEWL Korean assessment is intended for heritage and non-heritage secondary school students.
NEWL score reports, along with a certificate, will be released in July and may be forwarded at the
student’s request to colleges and universities for advanced placement or credit by exam purposes. The test
reflects best practices in the field of language assessment and is innovative in its construct and design.

NEWL links high school language training with the corresponding level of university study, making it
easier for students to continue their study of Korean at the college level. Because NEWL-K scores are
nationally recognized, NEWL motivates students (and parents) to continue with their study of Korean
throughout the high school years. It provides a means for heritage and non-heritage students to
demonstrate their language knowledge on a scale which is widely understood and accepted by U.S.
schools, universities, and governments: the ILR/ACTFL scales.

NEWL-Korean is the only examination available to students that meets the U.S. government standard for
language certification and has been endorsed by the College Board/AP® for advanced placement and
credit by examination. Students taking the NEWL assessment not only gain recognition for their language
skills and earn college placement and/or credit, but also differentiate themselves via their NEWL scores
among the mass of other college applicants. This enables entering students with prior study of a critical
language to place at the appropriate next level of language study, or, in some cases, to gain actual college
credits.

3. What colleges use NEWL for placement and or/credit?
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NEWL®-Korean is officially endorsed by the College Board AP® Program and recommended to all
College Board university member institutions for credit by examination and advanced placement purposes.

School administrators will understand that neither the College Board nor American Councils have the
right to dictate to an institution when to grant credit for prior work or how to place an in-coming student,
but, in practice, our test scores and placement recommendations are taken into consideration by most
American colleges when placing entering freshmen (or transfer students) into the appropriate level of the
university language program.

Because NEWL-Korean is new, American Councils is further prepared, upon request of the student, to
reach out directly to academic departments at universities they plan to attend, draw attention to students
with NEWL scores, and provide any needed assistance in making use of the scores.

4. Implementation logistics (date/time, Application procedure, technology support, payment
options)

The administration of the NEWL: Korean assessment is scheduled for April 28, 2017 and the
registration for this test date closes on Saturday, April 8, 2017. We are also offering a second
administration date for NEWL Korean on May 16, 2017, the registration for this administration closes
on Monday, May 1, 2017.

The NEWL Korean exam fee is $93, which includes the online portion of the exam and the cost of the
speaking and writing assessments by ACTFL/LTI. Test Centers/ schools will receive a $9 refund per
student to defray the cost of administering and proctoring the exam.

A reduced exam fee of $53 is also available to those students who qualify. For each exam taken with a fee
reduction, the test center/ school will be refunded $4 per student. Students participating in the 2017
administration of the NEWL.: Korean will receive a final grade report and will have one score report sent
to a college or university of their choosing.
